Purpose

Assignment

page should include:

e Title — this should be at the top of the page.

e Originalillustration — Depict the scene you are assigned. You can draw by hand, on your iPad, or
piece together images you find on the internet. We are looking for creativity, but understand
drawing freehand might not be in everyone’s tool kit ©

e Narration— This should explain what happened in the book: key characters, what happened in the
scene.

e Interpretation —What is the basic truth that Bunyan was seeking to communicate?
